NEW FEATURES AT IIJS 2011 
 

1. Enhancement of Mezzanine Booths:  
Due to space constraints at BCEC premises and in view of demand for extra space from exhibitors, new locations have 
been marked as mezzanine in addition to existing mezzanine locations. The exhibitors whose locations have been 
identified as mezzanine will be required to COMPULSORILY construct mezzanine booths.  
 

2. Construction Guidelines for Mezzanine & Non Mezzanine Booths: 
The height restriction is max. 16 ft for all mezzanine booths (includes the locations around the Central Squares). For 
detailed description refer Page No.  
 
All the empanelled &  private contractors of all Mezzanine locations (4/6/8 unit booths) & non Mezzanine (8 unit booths) 
will be compulsorily required to pay a refundable security deposit of ` 50,000/- per company favoring óThe Gem & 
Jewellery Export Promotion Council which can be adjusted against late construction charges, if applicable. 
 

3. Re-orientation of booth location & Modification of Booth nos at certain locations:  
Some minor modifications & changes are being implemented on the floor plan with a view to enhance the show layout 
and add 47 NEW booths. In view of this development, some booth numbers & locations are being re-oriented inside the 
halls (Kindly refer the NEW floor plan).  
 

4. Relocation of Special International Product Gallery inside Hall no. 1:  
In continuation of our efforts to drive International clientele for enhancing exports and with a view to showcase our 
Jewellery & Loose stones, the Gallery is being RE-LOCATED to a strategic location at the Business Centre (Ground 
Level) inside Hall no. 1.

11. New Official Hotel - The Leela Kempinski Mumbai:

14. Custom Clearance of International Goods at Bharat Diamond Bourse, Mumbai: 
Clearance of all International parcels arriving for exhibition purpose will undergo Customs clearance at Bharat Diamond 
Bourse, Bandra (East), Mumbai. There will be No Customs bonded area at the exhibition venue. However, the 
Official Customs Handling Agent (CHA) appointed by Council will be responsible for delivering the parcels to the 
exhibitorsô booth during setup period i.e. 2 days before the show opening (2

nd
 & 3

rd
 Aug 2011). 

 
15. Catering at the Venue: 

This year the catering for the entire exhibition will be handled by competent agencies who have delivered hygienic, 
quality & tasty food at reasonable rates in the previous years. 
 

16. Smoking Lounge & Prayer Room at the Venue: 
In view of non existence of a state-of-the-art convention center in Mumbai, IIJS has always strived to facilitate and 
extend reasonable services/facilities to Exhibitors and Visitors. The exhibition halls are a non-smoking environment; 
however, there will be an enclosed ventilated smoking lounge through the connecting tunnel between hall no. 1 & hall 
no. 5. A separate prayer room in view of Ramdaan is also being created inside Hall no. 1 for men & women. These 
areas will be accessible free of charge. 
 

17. Elite Club Lounge for select Retailers inside the Halls: 
The Elite Club is a new programme launched with a view to offer privileged hospitality to select retailers. Special 
mezzanine lounges above select Coffee Shops (inside the halls) are being created to enable these people enjoy a 
quiet moment, relax, have access to the internet, refreshments etc. The Elite Club privileges are being extended to 
around 1500 identified retailers from across India who consistently participate in GJEPC trade shows and took part in 
focused initiatives such as Anant.

Rules and Regulations 
 
ü Air Conditioning for Mezzanine Floor: Due to height constraint, A/C ducting cannot be brought inside the 

Mezzanine floor; therefore exhibitors have to make their own arrangement for A/C or any other viable option to 
be installed inside the booth with prior approval of the Council. Additional power required for maintaining A/C 
will be provided by Council Free of Cost. For further clarification kindly get in touch with the Council. 

 
ü All empanelled &  private contractors of Mezzanine booths & non Mezzanine 8 unit booths need to pay a 

refundable security deposit amount of ` 50,000/-@ company which can be adjusted against late construction 
charges, if any. 

 
ü Due to the limited construction period, the use of pre-fabricated components is recommended. Exhibitors must 

ensure that pre-fabricated components being used adhere to all Fire Regulations. All construction material must 
be fire resistant. 

 
ü Nail grouting on the floor is strictly not allowed. 
 
ü Plaster of Paris (POP), civil work, melamine polishing or carpentry work is strictly prohibited inside the halls. 
 
ü For the convenience of Exhibitors and also the maintenance of electrical equipment during the exhibition, it is 

suggested that the following specific colors of wires should be used for all types of electrical connections in the 
booths. Red for the electrical phase, Black for neutral and Green for the earthing.  

 
ü The area of the booth must not exceed the allotted area i.e. 1 inch within the marked allotted area. 
 
ü Signboards, arches, lighting equipment, flags, furniture pieces or exhibits should not protrude into the aisles nor 

extend beyond the rented space. Exhibitors should note that carpets covering their own booths should be 
limited to the booth space. The organizers reserve the right to use aisles for booth number plates and other 
materials. Stand construction is confined to their booth space only. 

 
ü All the decorative material should be placed within the booth space. Exhibitors are requested to hold 

demonstrations and presentations in their own booths, keeping enough room for their audience so that the 
audienceôs interest is focused at the individual booth and they do not disturb the gangway. Items like neon 
lights/artificial grass & similar decorative materials are not allowed 

 
ü Any decoration or exhibit must not obstruct fire-fighting equipment and facilities, such as fire extinguishers, fire 

hydrants, sprinklers, emergency bells, emergency exit signs, etc. Also, Exhibitors must make sure that exhibits 
are not left in these areas. 

 
ü Hanging of decorative materials such as banners or wires from the ceiling of the exhibition halls is strictly 

prohibited.

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ü Exhibitors will be held liable and will be fined for any damage caused to the exhibition site, by them, their agents 

or contractors. Please note that for any damages, the Council will charge the exhibitor concerned to the extent 
of the damage caused.

c) Electrical guidelines for your electrical contractor, your electricity requirement for booth, charges and 
procedure for billing of connection and extra consumption 
 
ELECTRICAL GUIDELINES 
 
As per Maharashtra State Electricity Board Regulations, to keep an optimum level of electrical consumption, 
exhibitors are requested to remain strictly within the parameters of the Electricity Entitlement for their booths as 
specified in this manual.  
 
It may be noted that Council will be monitoring the power consumption of each exhibitor. A detailed action plan in 
this regard is as follows: 
 
1. An inspection team comprising of representatives from the stand contractors, the Council and Electrical 

Consultant will be responsible for recording the power consumption of each of the booths. 
 
2. The inspection will be carried out during the construction phase i.e. from 26

th
 July ï 1

st
 August 2011 & also 

during the show i.e. on all the 5 days of the exhibition i.e. from 4
th

 ï 8
th

  August, 2011. Booth Completion 
certificate would be given only if the guidelines have been adhered to & if the consumption has exceeded the 
stipulated limit, then the exhibitor would have to rectify the same during the construction phase. Yet, if the same 
is not rectified until the final inspection during the exhibition period then exhibitor is liable to pay the penalty as 
mentioned in the below section under Extra Power Consumption. Also the Booth completion Certificate & the 
Safe Keys will not be handed over to the defaulting exhibitor. 

 
3. Power consumption will be recorded in duplicate copies of Power Consumption Sheets. A specimen of the same 

is enclosed for reference at Form No.23. 
 
4. All exhibitors are requested to assist the inspectors when they come to inspect the power consumption in their 

respective booth/s. 
 
5. The exhibitors are required to countersign the power consumption sheet once the inspection is complete and the 

duplicate copy of the sheet will be left with the exhibitor for their future reference and tallying with the bill of 
excess electricity consumed, if any. 

 
6. Please note that if no representative of the exhibitors will be available to assist or clarify to the inspectors when 

they come to inspect the power consumption of their respective booths, then the decision of the inspection team 
will be final and binding on that exhibitor. However the inspection team will leave a duplicate copy of the Power 
Consumption Sheet with the booth. For further clarifications, if any, the exhibitor may always consult with the 
Councilôs Service Managers present at the service booth for his/her section ONLY during the exhibition. No 
clarifications will be entertained AFTER the show with regards to consumption of electricity. 

 
7. A penalty of 100 percent over the basic rate as described in Table 2 under Extra Power Consumption   will be 

levied in cases where the inspection team finds that the exhibitor has consumed excess power over and above 
the declared consumption.

8. Detailed Electrical & Safety Guidelines 
 
Â Organizers will be providing power connection with MCB distribution board till the exhibitorôs booth. The charges 

for this facility will be as follows:

27 Sq. Mt. Rs.3000

72 Sq. Mt. Rs.8000 

 
Â Exhibitors are requested to make the payment for the same on or before 30

th
 June 2011 along with Form no.2 

of the Online Forms. If payment in made through cheque/DD, then it should be drawn in favour of ñThe Gem & 
Jewellery Export Promotion Councilò  

 
Â Incase of loss/ breakage/pilferage of MCB, a fixed penalty charges @ Rs. 5000/- each will be payable. 
 
Â All exhibitors must appoint a licensed electrical contractor for carrying out the internal wiring within the booths & 
must submit a photocopy of the contractorôs license to the Organizers.  

 
Â The contractor must appoint a licensed supervisor on site for executing the electrical work. 
 
Â It is mandatory to use only ISI mark new material for doing the electrical in booth inboothation. 
 
Â The wires shall be PVC copper insulated 1100 V. 
 
Â For lighting circuit the wires must be 3x2.5sq.mm copper wire. For 16A power point. 3X4sq.mm PVC insulated 

copper wire must be used. 
 
Â Wires must be run in a safe manner through conduit or casing capping. No wires must hang loose. 
 
Â Wires must be terminated using crimping lugs. 
 
Â Entire in booth inboothation must be done in a safe manner. 
 
Â The type of light must be CFL or tube light & halogen lights will not be permitted. 
 
Â The load connected to power point must be suitable for the socket.            
 
Â In case of the in booth inboothation the Organizer/Consultants decision will be final. 

 
Specification of lights 
 
In view of the prevailing power situation, in the state of Maharashtra, the heat generation due to lights and electrical 
fittings needs to be controlled inside the exhibition halls. This will subsequently control the required tonnage for air-
conditioning and the final consumption of electricity.  Hence, it has been decided by the Council that lights with high 
radiation (high heat generation) will not be permitted for inboothation.  
 
It has been found that poor quality lights used by exhibitors, which omit hazardous, ultra violet (UV) radiation, which is 
harmful to eyes, skins and general health of human beings. Hence, the exhibitors are requested to strictly use the 
permitted UV Resistant electrical lights and fittings as described  below (or equivalent ones with the same 
specifications), which are tested and of good quality make like GE, Philips, Osram & etc.
